{Annual or Life) and USDF {Life) Horse Registration Numbers. ENTRIES ARE NOT COMPLETE
WITHQUTTHIS.  Ceaches must check in at office to sign entry and show USEF membership or pay
nen-member fee. Fines will be imposed by the show for non-compliance.

ENTRIES: must be post-marked by closing date, be signed by rider, owner, trainer and ceach and
have proper fees enclosed. Junior riders {age 18 or under) must have parent/guardian signatures. No
numbers will be issued without complete entries, payment, signatures and copies of ALL cards.
